FY 2011 Appropriations request process and form

Any entity seeking funding in the FY 2011 appropriation cycle must:

(1) complete the application for each proposed project; 

(2) submit a signed Recipient Request Certification Form; 

(3) submit any other required attachments as designated in the form; AND 

(4) email a copy of the complete application as a Microsoft Word document and scanned copies (PDF) of other required attachments by the deadline of C.O.B. February 23, 2010.

According to guidance from the House Appropriations Committee, Members of Congress will post all FY 2011 requests on their official website for public disclosure at the time of submission to the Committee. Also as required for any earmark requests secured in legislation, this office will submit a detailed description of the granted request in the Congressional Record prior to the vote on the legislation. Additional requirements on requests might be added at a later date. Our office is required by the Committee to submit full application and failure to fully complete all components of the application process will cause our office to disqualify the application.  Our office retains the right to not submit or withdraw any request from the Committee’s consideration at any time and for any reason.

Any request originating from an entity not located in our Congressional district, must submit a separate district impact statement to demonstrate the direct economic impact and benefits on the district to include amount of Federal dollars spent from the request in the district, number of jobs retained or created in the district, and significance to the constituents of the district.
